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Take Beech Mountain Parkway to Pine Ridge Road to Grassy Gap
Creek Road. Parking is available at the Buckaye Racreation
Centler, overflow parking area, and the Buckeye Lake dock,
Description
The family friendly frai begins at the Buckeye Lake dock off of
Grassy Gap Creek Road. You'll travel along the banks of Buckeye
Lake and face a short, but steep descent to the pedestrian bridge
that crosses Buckeye Creek. The trail continues to follow the
creek through a heavily forested area with a modest slope. At the
end, hikers will ba treated to a view of a natural waterfall near the
convergence of Buckeye Creek and Grassy Gap Creek, which
makes for a great picnic spot.
The trail exists on land that formally served as a railroad bed for
the logging industry during the first half of the 20th century.
